· You will be graded on presentation skill (Is the class interested?) pronunciation (this includes speed and intonation of your English) and of course your content will be very important.
· Prepare a quiz of 5 questions for your classmates to answer.  These questions must be properly written and include challenging questions to affirm your classmates pay attention to your presentation.  You will be graded on the quality of your quiz.  You will e-mail these questions to me one day before you present if you wish me to print copies for the class.

· You are allowed only 5 minutes for this presentation.   I will ask you to stop if you go over time.
